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The world is changing and everything around is changing fast. On the surface of it, the profession of a teacher may seem to be one of those absolutely stable and definite things that will remain definite forever. Teachers have been teaching students for ages and to some people their roles at the lesson look clear: explain new material, train it a little, give homework and then ask it at the next lesson, put marks into students’ exercise-books and diaries. But this approach to teaching is too primitive, childish, and old-fashioned. 

Nowadays the role of a teacher at the lesson is more complicated. A truly efficient and creative representative of this profession is likely to use a beneficial variety of activities in the classroom, to be able to adapt a course book to meet the needs of some particular learners, and even to design materials and activities “tailored” to specific classes.

It happens so that we live right now but we are supposed and believed to build the bridge between the present and the future. The latter can not be successful constructive if we don’t take into consideration many factors necessary to be a must. Once, R.Rozhdestvensky, wrote:

“Good luck to you,

Both – country and city teachers

Those kind and angry
Those who are nothing to be treated as teachers.

 Good luck to you,

Both beginners and skillful.

Good luck! When you enter 
The classrooms in the morning

Some like hunters in cages,

Others like believers in church.”

These lines have deep philosophic sense. Some scientists say, the profession of a teacher refers to being the most spiritually dangerous. The right to evaluate the other if one is emotionally not mature gives the feeling of power and infallibility, works like drugs. The viewpoint on a teacher as a person having no right to be mistaken makes it difficult to progress in both profession and personal ambitions and causes the so-called “professional combustion». To resist it one can only if realizing self-imperfection and readiness to changes.
The problem of professionals is actual not only in our country but all over the world. The educational systems of many countries are experiencing this problem as well. All reforms turned out to be insolvent for the sources were not exactly of social-economic origin but moral-ethic one. So, to build the future education is impossible without knowledge you can provide it.
No doubt the modern (up-to-date) school has whose who are capable to display professional and personal abilities without stereotypes (prejudice) and dogmas. They will be whose who will help their pupils to overcome school alienation, due to them pupils will attend their classes fearlessly, and display a great interest and pleasure. The teacher will manage to make teaching process and up-bringing more effective and get much pleasure in turn.
Yet, what kind of a teacher is a necessity in the future and what will make a good teacher? Certainly it will be highly knowledgeable and up-to-date in the subject area, but do not pretend to know it all, willing to learn from pupils: 

“To teach well we need not to say all that we know, only what is useful for the pupil to hear” (Anonymous)

“While teaching it will be necessary for a teacher to be able to put himself in the place of those who find learning hard”

The moving forward society deals well with IT. Accordingly, it needs skillful teachers in this field. Those who pass these IT skills will be regard both by pupils and the society. But does it mean that teachers can be replaced by these language teaching computers?
We have questioned the pupils of the 5th form about the required qualities the teacher should possess in the future. The answers were the following: “I would like my English teacher to be highly-educated person, strict and just, ready to understand his pupils.” 

The thing mentioned almost in all answers was: “My teacher must be respected in the society”. As for me I didn’t expect to read this.

Only one of them supposed that in the future the teacher can be replaced by computers. But again it is added there: “I would not like to have the computer teacher, who can better understand a pupil if not a human teacher?” All 5th formers required love for them. They really want to be loved.
There is no great difference in the answers of the 10th formers. None of them mentioned the computers as the only teaching means. A highly-educated, advanced, respected personally is the required teacher.

The senior formers underlined the teacher of a foreign language stands apart from other school teachers. For them it is not enough to possess good language teaching skills but they say to be a well-rounded person, easy to communicate and well-informed in all the fields of the human life is a must.

Certainly, you can’t but agree that it is. I admit the only school subject requiring not only subject knowledge but being ready to speak on music, culture, subculture, sports, politics, industry, world business, news, tourism, etc. If you want your student enjoy life, its mystery, you should see the miracles yourself. Otherwise, you can transmit your apathy to the students instead of sympathy.
The things above mentioned deal closely with the status of the teacher. Speaking about the future status it is necessary to display his present status. About fifty years ago the teacher was considered to be the most educated person in the society. Nowadays, we often face quite an opposite situation when the parents of the students possess much higher and wide-rounded education. And it becomes necessary to fit the demands of them. Evidently it is necessary to understand that the students’ progress depends on the teacher’s personality and his professionalism. So it’s a must to be a well-rounded specialist. To meet the demands of the society it is necessary to be well-paid.
It’s well-known the teachers make a great contribution to the society development, but the rewarding they have doesn’t fit it properly. The teachers’ position can’t be taken by anyone and it must be proved to the society. It must be resulted in the improvement of the teachers’ status. That is high salaries, better working conditions and improved working environment. If education is treated as goods, consequently, it will be considered as goods and won’t be the right of everyone and the basis of a healthy democratic society.

 I feel uneasy when I speak passionately about different cultural phenomena (education, sights, character, etc.) and students want to know if I have been to those places and seen certain things. And I have to say “no” and convincingly prove the advantages of TV, the internet providing this cultural awareness. It is impossible to teach the language without having regular tours to the country you are trying to fall in love with. Regular exchange programs could provide the wanted result.

The social status of the teacher includes surely the leisure time being the last but not the least. It makes me feel embarrassed being asked about my past time. Doesn’t it arouse the same felling in you? The mother makes me remember the lines after W.H. Davis: “What’s the life if full of care we have no time to stand and stare”.
The parents took part in the poll wrote: “Our children should study not only the language proper but they must know a lot about the country participating in exchange programs. They study the laws of physics and the laws of chemistry which can certainly facilitate their life, but at the foreign language lessons they learn how to communicate, how to treat other well, they express true feelings and emotions, modeling how to overcome hardships and display sympathies”.
And, so the key attributes of the teacher of the future should be the following:

· readiness to provide service and altruism;

· analytical abilities;

· capability to make decisions;

· curiosity;

· high teaching abilities;

· good health;

· cultural awareness;

· good communication skills;
· special knowledge in the subject matter;

· proper social status;

· well-paid;

· IT awareness.
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
